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A curvaceous artificial landscape juxtaposed with vertical stanchions entices visitors to wander implied path-
ways and scale vegetated mounds, giving human scale to the un-scalable view of the city emerging at the
building’s edge. The curvaceous topography, inspired by the surrounding hills and river valley, creates spaces
contrasting in material and texture, exposure and intimacy, introspection and extroversion. Powered by the sun,
the stanchions become a luminescent forest by night, acting as a canvas for creative installations that manipu-
late and define spaces. The High Point Park transforms the roof of the US Steel building from a barren plane13

Into a rich experience of nature, art, and views of Pittsburgh, both a unique venue for private parties and a place
for public enjoyment.
